e There was an interagency meeting on a model Bilateral Investment Treaty yesterday at which some agencies
that had not previously been players raised concerns. We will work through those. This remains very important
for our economic relations in Asia.

PIRACY

The pirates were seized by USS Farragut in the act of attempting to take over a Tanzanian-flagged
vessel. The Tanzanian Government has refused to prosecute and has questioned whether the vessel was
actually under their flag, and the crew is refusing to testify. The Kenyans say that they cannot take any more
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pirates for prosecution. It is not clear whether, absent the testimony of the crew, the testimony of U.S. Naval
personnel would suffice. ‘ (Note: I've asked PM to 1.4(D)
send the Secretary a memo on this.) B1

Johnnie confirmed that the Kenyans claim they have no more capacity for prosecution, having accepted as many ‘
as 150 pirates up to now. He added that the international community has not stepped up.

On Somalia, Johnnie reported the situation is deteriorating — now have “in-land piracy” in Puntland. Bandits
have captured 8-9 WFP food trucks and are holding the drivers for ransom.

On the good news front, Kenya has agreed to open another refugee camp for Somali refugees, but needs
funding. PRM noted we will announce a $200 million commitment to UNHCR, which should help.

Recent elections in Tajikistan were beyond the pale in terms of level of manipulation. Our embassy has issued a ‘
critical statement as has the OSCE.
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
