Eric, | wanted you to know that the increased attention and effort from DS to the security situation in Peshawar really paid off
today. There were no dead Americans and no breakthroughs into the compound. Your team was highly disciplined and had
exercised the exact scenario which took place multiple times, and it showed. One of the long-time staff members up there wrote us
an email saying that “if this had happened a year ago, we would all be dead.” The upgrades, the MSD teams, the WPPS contract
(despite Pakistani resistance) all made a difference. Anyway, you and your team here and in Washington should take a lot of credit
for limiting the loss of life and for enabling us to continue to operate there.
