LATEST DEVELOPMENTS

e (U) President Mubarak reportedly left Cairo for the safety of Sharm el-Sheikh in the Sinai. (Haaretz)

e (U) The death toll from the protests has risen to at least 150. Demonstrations continue throughout the
country. (Al Jazeera) '

¢ (SBU) Embassy Cairo notes the Ministry of Interior has little presence in the streets. Police stations across
the country have been ransacked and burned, with looters stealing weapons. At least two major prisons, one
close to the Embassy residential neighborhood of Maadi, and one in Fayoum, have been abandoned. Prisoners
overpowered guards and are now armed, according to press. (TFEGOI Interagency telcon, Al Jazeera)

e (U) Egypt suspended Al Jazeera’s operations in the country. (Reuters)

e (U) Egypt closed its Rafah border with the Palestinian territory of Gaza. (4P)
