Fuller translation of Preval remarks: 

On Sunday President Rene Preval called on his fellow citizens to maintain calm and asked for a large 
voter turnout by the electorate for the second round of legislative and presidential elections, after 
having voted at the Marie Jeanne high school in Marie-Jeanne (in the center of Port au Prince) 
where he showed up alone. 

"I have done my duty. And I hope that the population will equally vote to chose a President and 
Parliament with which they will work," said the outgoing head of state, whose successor will be either 
Mirlande Hyppolite Manigat, 70, or Michel Martelly, 50, the two protagonists in the Presidential battle. 

Mr. Preval, who has kept a low profile for several weeks, also invited Haitians to "stay calm" during the 
entire elections day and said he wanted "the results of the voting to encounter no problem." 

Before finishing his brief statement, the President emphasized that the historic elections of Sunday 
represented a "stage very important for the establishment of democracy."

Senateurs et environ 75 Deputes. spp/Radio Kiskeya
