A maijor crisis has erupted in Abyei in the past 24 hours. A SPLA (south Sudan army) force attacked an
UNMIS convoy carrying north Sudan (SAF) soldiers, wounding several SAF soldiers and an UNMIS
member. This is the second unwarranted SPLA attack on SAF members in May, the last attack having
kiled eleven SAF. The SAF has responded to this latest attack by moving more troops into Abyei and
reportedly bombing two villages. We are facing a threat of major war breaking out in Abyei,
threatening the entire CPA negotiations.
