Colleagues, 

U/S Sherman asked that I share the good news with you: the bridging text tabled by Amb. Davies and his team has been 
agreed to by the French, Russians, and others (including one minor technical edit), and is locked. Importantly all, 
including French and Russians, have agreed to co-sponsor. The Chinese are not officially on board yet -- they are 
checking with their minister for the formal endorsement, and are hard at work to secure that as soon as possible given 
the late hour, but we believe the prospects for a unified co-sponsorship are very good.
