- U.S. Embassies Invite Former WNBA Player & World Track & Field Champion to Share Life Lessons w1th Serbian and Croatian
Youth

World class athlete Marion Jones, has been invited by the U.S. Embassies in Serbia and Croatia to share her life lessons and “Take a
Break” message of hope and encouragement with youth. Ms. Jones, a former WNBA basketball player for the Tulsa Shock and a
celebrated world track and field champion will present a series of lectures, and basketball clinics during her visit to universities, high
school and elementary school students in Serbia & Croatia from October 17 - 22.

The visit to Serbia and Croatia is part of the U.S. Embassy’s global effort to engage and educate youth and a future generation of
leaders by using a shared love of sports as a platform to impart important life lessons.

During her visit, Marion Jones will deliver lectures at the University of Scrub, and will travel to His, and Belgrade to conduct
basketball workshops and speak to Serbian youth, coaches and the public about the importance of making good decisions and moving
beyond past mistakes.

The lectures are based on the “Take a Break™ initiative, a nongovernmental program created by Ms. Jones to encourage youth to stop,
step away, think

and seck good advice when faced with a difficult decision. Through the '

popular Take a Break program, she uses her experiences and life skills to coach others to live a better life and avoid costly mistakes.

Take A Break , was developed from lessons learned by Ms. Jones in her own life, and chronicled in “On the Right Track” a recent
autobiography of the national championship college basketball player and internationally recognized female track and field star, who
became the first woman ever to win five medals at the Sydney Olympic games. She was later stripped of the medals due to her
admission to using performance enhancing drugs, and convicted to six months in federal prison for lying to federal
investigators. Today, through “Take a Break”, Marion Jones works with
students throughout the U.S., teaching them how to handle tough situations and how to make informed and rational decisions as a way
to live a better life.
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
