U.S. Defense Secretary Leon Panetta announced Oct. 4 that former Secretary of State
Madeleine Albright and retired Gen. James Cartwright, a former vice chairman
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of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, have joined the influential Defense Policy Board.

Also becoming members of the panel are Jamie Gorelick, a former deputy attorney general;
Jane Harman, former U.S. congresswoman; and recently retired Adm. Gary Roughead, a former
chief of naval operations.

Cartwright stepped down as JCS vice chairman in August and Roughead stepped down as CNO
last month.

The Defense Policy Board provides the secretary, deputy secretary and undersecretary for policy
with independent, informed advice and opinion on matters of defense policy.
