State suggested various ways 
that it could assist HAK and Yale, including State working with the Yale archivist 
to have publicly available electronic declassified records put in a format desired 
by Yale; providing copies memoranda of conversations (MemCons) which have 
not yet been sent to NARA; and facilitating Yale's access and copying of 
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declassified paper records at NARA by coordinating with NARA and Yale. 

Meeting concludes; Yale will need to decide how to follow up on State's offer. 
(Note: The entire collection of State Department paper records directly related 
to HAK's actions as SecState - over 200,000 pages -have been transferred to 

NARA. More than 185,000 pages are fully declassified, with the remainder 
withheld primarily for other agencies' equities. The State documents at the LOC 

are copies of these records, unless HAK has added materials not formerly in 
State files.)
