SUBJECT: Introduction to USAID Frontiers in Development Publication 

USAID asked you to write an introduction for their upcoming publication 
Frontiers in Development. We've attached a draft for your review and approval. 

This book will be a compilation of essays on new approaches in 
development, which USAID is preparing in advance of their Frontiers in 
Development conference this June. USAID describes the publication as similar to 
an issue of Foreign Affairs, but focused exclusively on development.
