Lankeran is located about 20 miles from the Iranian border
and is religiously more conservative than the rest of the country. We went there because Azerbaijan is hosting the
Under 17 Women’s World Cup, and the opening game between the United States and France, was held there in a filled
12000 seat stadium. We are using this tournament to emphasize the importance of young women in sports and the
importance of team sports to later life. During the game we walked around the track surrounding the field to a group of
Azerbaijani girls, who had been invited by a local Peace Corps volunteer and who were all decked outin American
regalia. They were quite excited to meet us. But what was more amazing was that walking back as we passed by each
section, the entire crowd cheered loudly.
